Basic facts

* Sharp increase of asylum applications by citizens from Serbia (54 percent more compared
to 2009). 45 percent of the applicants are actually from Kosovo.

* Sharp increase of asylum applications by Macedonian citizens (+ 599 percent).

* 1,711 asylum seekers returned to Serbia in 2010, according to the Serbian minister of
Interior. According to the same minister, 4,000 persons were returned on the basis of
bilateral readmission agreements.

Serbia Tops Global Ranking of Asylum Seekers

Serbia was the top country of origin for asylum seekers in 2010, sending more applicants to the industrialized
world than Afghanistan and Iraq.

While the total number of asylum seekers in the industrialized world decreased by five per cent
compared to 2009, the number of Serbian asylum seekers, which includes individuals from
Kosovo, increased by 54 per cent, according to a report from the UN refugee agency, UNHCR,
released on Monday.

Serbia was responsible for 28,900 applications, or eight per cent of the global total, and moved
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up the rankings from 2009, when it ranked sixth. The number of asylum applications in 2010 was
similar to 2001, soon after the Kosovo conflict. The last time Serbia was at the top of the list was
in 2005, when close to 25,000 citizens sought asylum in the industrialized world.

A total of 358,800 asylum applications were lodged in industrialized countries in 2010.

With 55,530 applications in 2010, the US was the largest recipient country. France maintained its
second-place position with 47,800 applications, followed by Germany (41,330).

Both France and Germany recorded an increase in applications partly due to a rise in asylum-
seekers from Serbia and Macedonia, which saw waves of citizens leave the country after the visa-
free regime came into effect in December 2009, the report said.

Among the major source countries, significant increases were registered from Macedonia
(+599%), which moved up in the rankings from 62nd in 2009 to 14th place in 2010, registering
the highest relative increase of all the sending states.

Like Serbia, the increase in the number of Macedonian applicants is largely attributed to the
EU visa-free regime put into place in December 2009.

The highest number of Serbian asylum seekers submitted applications in Sweden, where the
number of petitions quadrupled, and France and Germany. The number of Serbian applicants
decreased in Austria and Hungary compared to 2009.

While not all states kept separate statistics of asylum seekers from Serbia and from Kosovo, those
countries that did distinguish the applicants- four-fifths of the receiving states- reported that on
average 45 per cent of applicants from Serbia came from Kosovo. That figure was 74 per cent in
2009.

Among the main receiving countries, the proportion of Kosovars is highest in France (88 per
cent), Austria (64 per cent), and Belgium (60 per cent).

Serbia was followed in the rankings by Afghanistan (24,800 claims), China (21,600), Iraq (20,100),
and the Russian Federation (18,900).

Slightly less than half of all asylum claims were submitted by individuals originating from Asia
(45%). Africa was the second most important source continent (25% of all claims), followed by
Europe (19%), and the Americas (8%).

The receiving states in the UNHCR report, referred to as the 44 industrialized countries, include
the EU member states, the US, Australia, Canada, Japan, and the Balkan countries, among others.
In the report, the UN noted that developing countries receive greater numbers of refugees than
the industrialized world.

"Urgent measures for improvement of Albanians' standard"
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10/05/2011

BEILL.GRADE -- MP Riza Halimi requested from the government to make "a serious analysis of the reasons for

the Albanian exodus from Serbia to western European countries”.

Halimi, who represents a coalition of ethnic Albanian parties from the southeastern part of the
country, said in parliament on Tuesday that the government should prevent such a trend by

taking urgent measures for improvement of their economic situation.

The statements came in the same week as warnings that the EU could reintroduce visas because
of a large number of Serbian citizens - most of them Roma and Albanians - requesting political

asylum based on false claims.

As MPs posed questions to the authorities today, Halimi asked the government to explain in

which manner the measures at border crossings have been tightened.

“In the previous months, I have been trying to launch a topic of the catastrophic economic
situation in the municipalities in southern Serbia, where the unemployment rate exceeds 80
percent. I was asking about possible actions by the Serbian government that would prevent the
huge migration wave in the last 12 years which has halved the number of Albanians in the

Presevo valley,” Halimi said.

MPs of the opposition New Serbia (NS) asked the government representatives what has been
done in order to improve the living standard in Serbia given that since the government reshuffle,
that is in the last two months, property taxes, electricity price and university scholarships have

increased, while a gas price rise has been announced.

The Liberal Democratic Party (LDP) asked Prime Minister Mirko Cvetkovi¢ to which extent the
policies of the Serbian government and the National Bank of Serbia are harmonized, and what
the government will do in order to efficiently respond to the failure of privatization of the most

profitable Serbian company - Telekom Srbija.

The Serbian police will conduct more rigorous control on the border, checking if travellers have a

return ticket, insurance, enough money and what their destination and reason for the journey are,
Djelic added.

"The people of Serbia have twice as many passports than ever before and over 2.5 million
citizens have used the freedom of movement right," he stressed.

Punishments should be there, but there should also be prevention, because it is a fact that most
fake asylum seekers come from the Roma community, Djelic remarked. He said that, as the head
of the national council for Roma inclusion, he would organize a meeting in the coming weeks to
seek support from Roma leaders

1,700 false asylum seekers returned to Serbia
12/02/2011

BELLGRADE -- 1,700 citizens, who requested asylum in the EU countries for economic reasons, were returned
to Serbia in 2010 in accordance with the readmission agreement.
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According to Serbian Interior Ministry’s information, 1,711 “false asylum seekers” were retuned
to Serbia in 2010.

They go to Western European countries in search of a better life, Human and Minority Rights
Ministry wrote in a statement.

They were returned to Serbia after Serbian police had checked their identity and citizenship status
and given their consent to return them to the country, it is said in the statement. It also adds that
the EU has assessed that there is no political or ethnic persecution in Serbia and that the motives
for asylum are strictly economic ones.

The largest number of countries that Serbia has signed the readmission agreement with did not
want to assume responsibility for financial and social reintegration of the citizens who were
returned.

The ministry pointed out that the Serbian authorities were conducting a campaign aimed at
informing the citizens about the rights and restrictions that accompanied the visa liberalization in
order to prevent abuse of the visa liberalization and the asylum institution in the EU member
states.

The authorities have also stepped up control at border crossings.

A strategy for reintegration of the returnees was adopted in February 2009 in order to stop the
migration. The National Strategy for Improvement of Roma Position in Serbia, which was
adopted by the government in April 2009, is also very important bearing in mind that Roma
make 70 percent of false asylum seekers.

I think that the letter Belgium sent to the European Commission (EC) has become part of a big
misunderstanding. Belgium supported visa liberalization for Serbia and has not changed its
position, Kundycki said.

Noting that Belgium is experiencing a real problem with unfounded asylum requests, he said his
country believed that it should bring the EC's attention to the issue, especially at the moment
when the EC was preparing to send an expert mission to Serbia to tackle precisely this issue.

We are determined to find a solution for the problem together with Serbian and European
authorities, said Kundycki, who was taking part in a ceremony held to mark Europe Day - May 9,
adding that he has the impression that the Serbian authorities are willing to deal with the problem.

So far, there is no talk of suspending Serbia's visa regime. That is the worst case scenario, which
we cannot consider right now, the Belgian ambassador stressed.

Swedish Ambassador Christer Asp, whose country has received the most asylum requests from
Serbia, said that the abuse from the few should not be allowed to jeopardize something that is
important for the entire Serbian people.

According to him, Sweden got over 5,000 asylum requests from Serbia last year, and over 700 in
the first three months of this year.

We are in constant contact with the Serbian authorities and we believe the Serbian government
has had an excellent response to the problem, Asp said.

La politique d’asile et d’accueil des demandeurs d’asile s’invite a nouveau au menu du
gouvernement. Un kern était prévu sur ce théme mercredi mais le point a été reporté au conseil
des ministres de vendredi. Le sujet est sensible et il s’agit de resserrer les boulons au sein du
gouvernement. Les critiques de certains sur la politique menée par les autres ont créé quelques
petites tensions. Vendredi, on s’efforcera donc de faire des arbitrages entre les mesures destinées
a rencontrer les problemes d’accueil et les mesures plus contraignantes pour diminuer I’arrivée
des nouveaux demandeurs et augmenter les retours.

Le secrétaire d’Etat a la politique d’Asile et de Migration Melchior Wathelet devrait proposer
plusieurs mesures suite a son voyage au Kosovo. Le Kosovo est, avec la Serbie, le pays d’origine
le plus important pour les demandeurs d’asile ces derniers mois. Comme il I'avait fait en Serbie et
en Macédoine début 2010, Melchior Wathelet a cherché a dissuader la population locale a venir
en Belgique et a obtenir la collaboration des autorités kosovares dans ce domaine. Sur le terrain
belge, le secrétaire d’Etat va proposer de traiter de maniere prioritaire (en deux mois maximum)
les dossiers des demandeurs d’asile des Kosovars, des Roms pour la plupart. Il s’agit aussi d’
activer les retours vers ce pays. La Belgique devrait d’ailleurs signer un accord de réadmission
avec le ministre de 'Intérieur du Kosovo le 12 mai prochain.

Cela suppose de recueillir plus
d’informations de la part de Fedasil (pour connaitre les personnes déboutées et hébergées dans
les centres de Fedasil NDLR), d’avoir de la part de la ministre de 'Intérieur des escortes
disponibles pour les retours forcés mais d’avoir aussi la collaboration des Affaires étrangeres pour
obtenir les laissez-passer et les visas pour les personnes éloignées.

Et si vous venez y demander I’asile, vous retournerez au Kosovo plus pauvres que
quand vous ¢tes partis.

Mais guelle image ont-ils de la Belgigne ?

Une image fausse, qu’on devait chaque fois contrecarrer | On entendait : "oui mais, en Belgique,
on est accueilli 2 ’hotel.

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C’est vrai que la collaboration avec Fedasil va jouer un role fondamental. Depuis de longs mois,
jessaie d’obtenir les listes des personnes déboutées qui sont hébergées dans les centres ouverts
gérés par Fedasil.

Innenminister Uwe
Schiinemann (CDU) gab die Zahlen nach einer Kleinen Anfrage der Linken-Abgeordneten Pia-

Beate Zimmermann bekannt.

Im vergangenen Jahr wurden im gleichen Zeitraum 158 Menschen abgeschoben, die meisten von
thnen nach Serbien. Die Zahl der Abschiebungen in diesem Jahr wird nach Ministeriumsangaben
weiter steigen. Dies liege vor allem an der Ruckfithrung von Serben und Mazedoniern, die seit
Dezember 2009 visumsfrei einreisen konnen und daher 2010 zur groB3ten Gruppe der
Asylantragssteller gehorten. Insgesamt wurden vergangenes Jahr 532 Menschen aus
Niedersachsen abgeschoben.

Kai Weber vom niedersichsischen Fliichtlingsrat sicht diese Entwicklung mit Bedenken. "Die
Steigerung zeigt die Ricksichtslosigkeit der Landesregierung", sagte Weber in Hildesheim. Viele
der abgeschobenen Auslinder stammten aus Lindern, in denen ihre Sicherheit nicht
gewihrleistet werden koénnte. "Serbien gehort zu den Lindern, in denen die Menschenrechte
nicht vollstindig durchgesetzt werden."

Auch viele EU-Linder, in die abgeschoben wurden, lieferten keine Gewihr fiir eine faires
Asylverfahren. Jetzt, wo sich durch die Revolten in Nordafrika die Lage vieler Fliichtlinge
verschlimmere, brauchte es ein Umdenken.

Serbian Deputy Prime Minister for Enropean Integration Bozidar Djelic has stated that German Foreign
Minister Guido Westerwelle told him on Tuesday that Serbia can connt on Germany's full support in the process
of European integration.

Serbian Deputy Prime Minister for European Integration Bozidar Djelic has stated that German
Foreign Minister Guido Westerwelle told him on Tuesday that Serbia can count on Germany's
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full support in the process of European integration.

If we carry out all necessary reforms and show that we are fully cooperating with the
International Criminal Tribunal for former Yugoslavia (ICTY), Germany will vote in favour of
Serbia obtaining candidate status at the EU summit in December, Djelic said in a telephone
statement for Tanjug.

He said that he informed Westerwelle about the reforms Serbia is implementing in order to
reduce the number of asylum-seekers from the country.

We have already made some progress, as the number of asylum-applicants decreased from 1.159
in November 2010 to 499 in January this year, Djelic said.

He also noted that his talks with Westerwelle also covered the issue of reforms in Serbia and the
possibility for German companies to invest in Serbia, such as the participation of Deutsche
Telekom in the privatisation of Telekom Srbija, while other topics discussed at the meeting
comprised investments in energy and solving the problem WAZ had on the Serbian market.

The deputy prime minister noted that he expressed gratitude to leaders of the German parliament
for ratifying the Stabilisation and Association Agreement (SAA) between Serbia and the EU and
added that he has called on them to organise a debate after the European Commission releases its
report on Serbia's progress on October 12.

Dijelic said that he has been invited to give a speech before the German parliament on this
occasion and present the reforms Serbia has carried out in 2011, which would also help Serbia get
the German parliament to submit a positive opinion to its government regarding Serbia's
candidate status application.

During his visit to Berlin, Djelic also conferred with closest associates of German Chancellor
Angela Merkel, Chairman of the Bundestag Foreign Affairs Committee Ruprecht Polenz,
Chairman of the Committee on the Affairs of the European Union Gunther Krichbaum and

Bundestag caucus whips.

BEI.GRADE -- European integration will be the main topic as German FM Guido Westerwelle and Serbian
Deputy PM Bogidar Delic¢ meet on Tuesday in Berlin.
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This was announced by the German Foreign Ministry.

Another topic will be the upcoming Belgrade-Pristina dialogue.

The two ministers will also discuss cultural and scientific cooperation.

False asylum seekers will be a topic of discussion at a meeting between Serbian Deputy Prime
Minister for European Integration and Foreign Minister of Germany, the Serbian deputy prime

ministet's office announced on Monday.

As stated, due to the increased number of asylum seekers coming from Eastern Europe, primarily
in Germany, Sweden and Belgium, the countries Netherlands and France have launched an

initiative to amend the EU White Schengen rules.

This does not mean that this freedom of movement for Serbian citizens is in danger, but it does

mean additional efforts to maintain it will have to be made, Deli¢'s cabinet said.

“I will discuss the issue with Minister Westerwelle and associates of Chancellor Angela Merkel,

especially given that last year, the highest number of asylum seekers in Germany was from Serbia,”

Deli¢ said.

Deputy Prime Minister announced that the Serbian government should form a working group

that would monitor the White Schengen related situation next week.

“We are all working on it, making efforts to ensure the freedom is not called into question. Some
results have already been achieved, as the number of asylum applications has decreased, especially
in Germany,” Deli¢ said, adding that it still needed to be worked on preventing the problem and

on suppressing the groups trying to abuse the white Schengen list.

He also said that Serbia would never let a small group of people threaten freedom of movement
for all its citizens.

Sdndor Pintér and lvica Dalié talked about the possibilities of cooperation between the Hungarian and Serbian
police in Budapest on Thursday, after they negotiated bilateral agreements aimed at enbancing public safety in the
hwo countries.

Sandor Pintér said the basic objective of the meeting was to increase the public safety of the two
countries to an even higher level. To this end, they reviewed the agreements concluded
previously between Hungary and Serbia, evaluated their performance, and also discussed how to
make the cooperation between the two countries even better.

The Interior Minister has also mentioned that they would like to raise the border control activity
to a higher level in the future —for that reason, adequate staff and guidance has been appointed.

Serbian Interior Minister Ivica Daci¢ thanked Hungary for the provided help in promoting
Serbia's EU integration Daci¢ said that a committee, which deals with illegal border crossing, has
been set up in Serbia. They agreed with Sandor Pintér that this working group will be related to
the Hungarian Ministry of Interior and the police, since it is in the two countries' common
interests and aims to reduce the number of illicit use of the asylum status.

Daci¢ in his answer to the question related to the Hungarians in Vojvodina said that they wish to
change the Police Act this year, as it currently does not allow the individuals of dual citizenship
belong to the Serbian police.

The two Interior Ministers agreed that from now, the achieved results of objectives mutually set
will be controlled, and new objectives will be set each year so that the two neighbouring nations
could live in peace and friendship.

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La journée n'a pas été de tout repos, hier, pour le ministre de 'lmmigration, Nicolas Schmit. En
fin de matinée, il a accueilli avec le ministre des Affaires étrangeres, Jean Asselborn, le vice-
Premier ministre et ministre de 1'Intérieur serbe, Ivica Dacic, qui effectuait une visite de travail au
Luxembourg. Elle était largement dominée par la récente vague de migrants serbes qui, suite a la
levée de l'obligation de visas dans l'espace Schengen, ont mis le cap sur plusieurs pays européens,
dont le Luxembourg. Fin avril, ils étaient 458, majoritairement des Roms, a avoir introduit une
demande d'asile au Luxembourg.

Des le départ, le gouvernement luxembourgeois a souligné qu'il existait tres peu de chances que
ces demandes aboutissent. «Il s'agit, certes, de minorités mais elles ne sont pas persécutées dans
leur pays. Les demandeurs d'asile nous le confirment d'ailleurs eux-mémes. Ils viennent au
Luxembourg parce qu'ils veulent tourner le dos a une situation économique et sociale défavorable
dans leur pays d'origine», a rappelé, hier, le ministre Nicolas Schmit.

Conscient de ce probléme, Ivica Dacic a souligné qu'il était prét a tout mettre en ceuvtre pour
résoudre les problemes créés par l'important flux migratoire en provenance de son pays. «Notre
volonté est d'éviter 'usage abusif du droit de libre circulation par ces faux demandeurs d'asile», a
précisé le ministre de I'Intérieur serbe.

Une décision dans les deux mois

En dépit du recul des demandeurs d'asile en provenance de Serbie, les deux ministres ont conclu,
hier, un accord de coopération, qui vise notamment a relancer I'économie serbe. Le Luxembourg
va plaider dans ce sens a I'échelle de I'UE. Les autres mesures retenues concernent une meilleure
information sur le droit de libre circulation de la population serbe. Nicolas Schmit a d'ailleurs
accepté l'invitation pour effectuer une visite a Belgrade afin de rencontrer en personne les
représentants de la communauté des Roms.

En paralléle, le gouvernement luxembourgeois va continuer a encourager les migrants serbes a
retourner volontairement dans leur pays. En cas de refus, la procédure accélérée en matiere d'asile
va étre appliquée.

Depuis hier, cet instrument, gelé pour des raisons juridiques, peut a nouveau étre utilisé. La
Chambre des députés a en effet voté en fin d'aprés-midi une adaptation législative, qui introduit
une possibilité de recours contre la décision du ministre de traiter le dossier dans le cadre d'une
procédure accélérée. Cette disposition avait été écartée par le gouvernement au moment du vote
initial de la nouvelle loi sur l'asile en 20006, un fait rappelé avec suffisance par l'opposition.

Cela n'a cependant pas empéché les partis de la majorité a accorder leur feu vert a cette
adaptation de la loi, qui prévoit une décision sur la demande d'asile dans les deux mois. Cela
concerne notamment les demandeurs originaires de pays surs, qui ne remplissent pas les
conditions requises pour prétendre au statut de réfugié.

poursuivent leur coopération "dans un esprit parfaitement européen' pour lutter contre
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Pafflux de demandeurs d’asile en provenance de Serbie

Depuis plusieurs mois, le Luxembourg fait face, comme d’autres pays de I'UE, a un afflux de
demandeurs d’asile venus de Serbie. Un phénomene qui a commencé avec le mécanisme de
libéralisation du régime des visas pour les pays des Balkans occidentaux. Le Conseil JAI avait en
effet décidé le 30 novembre 2009 d'exempter de visas les ressortissants de Serbie, de I'ancienne

république yougoslave de Macédoine (ARYM) et du Monténégro a partir du 19 décembre 2009.

Cet afflux de demandeurs d’asile n’est pas sans poser un certain nombre de difficultés quand il
s’agit de traiter les dossiers de demandes d’asile, ou encore de loger les personnes concernées.

Le sujet a été au cceur des discussions qu’ont pu avoir, le 5 mai 2011, Nicolas Schmit, ministre du
Travail, de 'Emploi et de 'Immigration, et le vice-premier ministre et ministre de I'Intérieur de la

Serbie, Ivica Daci¢, venu au Luxembourg pour une visite de travail.

Nicolas Schmit a salué cette visite qui montre selon lui que la Serbie a réagi sans tarder a une
demande luxembourgeoise, "dans un esprit parfaitement européen", pour évoquer ces questions.
11 s’agit en effet, selon Nicolas Schmit, de "travailler ensemble dans un esprit tout a fait européen
pour veiller a ce que les personnes utilisent leur droit a la libre circulation conformément aux
regles". Nicolas Schmit voit dans cette coopération "un exemple de solidarité européenne avec un

pays qui est sur la voie de l'intégration européenne".

La suppression de 'obligation de visas pour les citoyens serbes désireux de voyager dans 'UE,
décision "importante" aux yeux du ministre luxembourgeois, a marqué pour la Serbie "'ouverture
d’un nouveau chapitre européen". Mais, selon Nicolas Schmit, pour préserver cet acquis
fondamental qui permet aux Européens de circuler librement en Europe, il faut que tout le

monde respecte les regles qui permettent d’exercer ce droit.

Selon Ivica Daci¢, "les faux demandeurs d’asile" sont motivés par des motifs économiques
Ivica Daci¢ n’a pu que confirmer 'importance pour les citoyens de son pays de pouvoir voyager
dans ’'UE sans visa, et il a clairement plaidé contre une éventuelle suspension de cette

libéralisation.

11 a rappelé que "les faux demandeurs d’asile”, ainsi qu’ils sont appelés en Serbie, "n’ont pas de
base pour demander I'asile" au Luxembourg, et dans d’autres pays de 'UE qui, comme le Grand-

Duché, considerent la Serbie comme un pays str. "Ils ne souffrent d’aucune persécution politique,
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et il est clair que ces personnes sont motivées par des motifs économiques", a expliqué le ministre

serbe.

Comme I'a relaté Ivica Dacié, la plupart des personnes qui, motivées par un simple "calcul
financier", essaient de bénéficier des aides financieres octroyées par certains pays aux demandeurs
d’asile, ciblent en effet les pays qui offrent "la plus grande responsabilité sociale". Suede et
Allemagne sont ainsi les premiers Etats concernés par cet afflux de demandes d’asile en

provenance de Serbie, suivis par la Belgique et le Luxembourg.

Selon Nicolas Schmit, les déclarations des personnes venues au Luxembourg confirment I’analyse
du ministre serbe : c’est pour profiter quelques mois durant de I'aide luxembourgeoise, mais aussi
de soins médicaux, que viennent la plupart des demandeurs d’aile en provenance de Serbie. 11
n’est pas question de répression, et ils n’ont pas grand espoir d’étre reconnus comme demandeurs
d’asile. "Il est vrai que la situation économique n’est pas facile en Serbie", a reconnu le ministre
luxembourgeois, soulignant 'importance pour 'Europe de "retrouver la voie de la croissance, du

développement économique et de 'emploi" pour pouvoir enrayer de tels flux.

La tres grande majorité des citoyens serbes qui tentent leur chance ainsi — 95 % aux dires du
ministre serbe — sont issues des communautés rom, bosniaque et albanaise de Serbie, le
Luxembourg ayant regu pour sa part des demandes provenant essentiellement de personnes des
communautés rom et bosniaque. Un phénomene équivalent est observé dans ’ARYM, la
Macédoine, selon le ministre serbe qui considere la question rom comme "un probleme

européen” auquel il convient de remédier par des efforts pour I'inclusion des Roms.

Quelles mesures pour lutter contre ce phénomene ?

La Serbie entend prendre les mesures nécessaires pour résoudre les problémes liés a cet afflux de

demandeurs d’asile avec les pays concernés, parmi lesquels le Luxembourg.

Parmi les mesures évoquées, le ministre serbe a notamment cité des mesures de controle des
frontiéres extérieures, mais aussi des mesures de sensibilisation a la problématique par le biais
notamment de rencontres avec les communautés concernées. La Serbie examine enfin tous les
moyens possibles de lutter contre des organisations profitant du transfert de migrants illégaux de

la Serbie vers ’'Europe.

Ivica Daci¢ a expliqué que la Serbie examinait la possibilité de priver temporairement les

personnes ayant fait un recours abusif au droit d’asile de leur passeport, ou de ne pas leur en
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délivrer de nouveau. Certaines personnes n’hésitent pas en effet a introduire des demandes d’asile

dans plusieurs pays.

Pour faire montre de la bonne volonté de son pays, le ministre de 'Intérieur serbe a relaté une
opération de police conduite "la nuit derniere" qui a conduit a I'arrestation de 24 personnes, dont
16 étaient des policiers et dont d’autres travaillaient dans ’'administration publique. Parmi les
chefs d’accusation, la délivrance de faux documents qui ont pu servir au recours abusif a ce droit

a la libre circulation.

Nicolas Schmit compte sur "Peffet dissuasif” de la procédure accélérée qu’il espere pouvoir

appliquer si la Chambre adopte le projet de loi 6278

Ivica Daci¢ a encore expliqué, citant 'exemple de la Norvege, qu’en abrégeant les procédures, en
supprimant les aides financicres octroyées et en réduisant 'octroi du statut de demandeurs d’asile,

le nombre de demandeurs d’asile peut étre trés sensiblement réduit.

Sur la question de la rapidité des procédures d’examen des demandes d’asile, Nicolas Schmit a fait

part de son espoir que la Chambre des députés adopte dans I'apres-midi le projet de loi 6278. En

introduisant a la loi de 2006 la possibilité d’un recours contre la décision du ministre de statuer
sur le bien-fondé de la demande de protection internationale dans le cadre d’une procédure
accélérée, ce texte devrait permettre de pouvoir appliquer la procédure accélérée qui est prévue
dans treize cas, et notamment quand le demandeur d’asile est originaire d’un pays considéré
comme "sar". Nicolas Schmit compte sur "leffet dissuasif” qu’aura I'application de cette

procédure accélérée.

Nicolas Schmit a lui aussi insisté sur la nécessité de bien informer les citoyens serbes des
conditions qui président a la libre circulation, comme par exemple la nécessité de pouvoir
subvenir a ses besoins, et sur le fait que ce droit de pouvoir voyager librement n’est pas
synonyme de droit au statut de demandeur d’asile.

Ivica Daci¢ s’est réjoui quant a lui du fait que selon Frontex, le nombre de demandeurs d’asile
avait baissé de 35 % par rapport a décembre 2010. Nicolas Schmit a noté lui aussi une baisse
sensible des flux ces dernieres semaines, qu’il impute aux efforts tant du Luxembourg que de la
Serbie.
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"Dans un souci de bonne collaboration et de reconnaissance des efforts de la Serbie", le ministre
luxembourgeois a répondu favorablement a I'invitation qui lui a été faite par Ivica Dacic de se
rendre a Belgrade pour y rencontrer notamment les représentants des communautés concernées
par ce phénomene. Nicolas Schmit entend étudier en Serbie les possibilités pour le Luxembourg
de contribuer au développement de programmes visant a améliorer les perspectives d’emploi et
d’éducation au sein de la communauté rom. Mais il entend surtout plaider, le 19 mai prochain, a
I'occasion d’un Conseil EPSCO consacré a la question, pour que les actions d’intégration des
Roms qu’entend mener 'UE ne valent pas seulement pour les Etats membres, mais qu’elles

soient étendues aux pays, comme la Macédoine et la Serbie, qui ont vocation a rejoindre 'UE.

Demandeurs d’asile

Nous avons dans notre pays, comme je viens de le dire, de graves problémes, problemes que,
bien que touchant un petit nombre de personnes, nous devons régler, parce que la non-gestion de
ces problémes aurait de graves conséquences tant pour les personnes concernées que pour la
société dans son ensemble.

En plus, nous devons faire face aux défis qui nous viennent de I’étranger. Je veux patler des
réfugiés, dont le nombre n’a cessé d’augmenter au cours de 'année passée et notamment au cours
des derniers mois. En 2007, 426 personnes ont cherché une protection internationale au
Luxembourg, en 2008, leur nombre s’est élevé a 463, avant de passer a 505 en 2009. En 2010, ils
¢taient 780, et rien que pendant les trois premiers mois de cette année, leur nombre était de 487,
soit plus que le total de 'année 2008. On ne peut exclure que dans les mois a venir, nous soyons
confrontés a 50 a 60 demandes d’asile par semaine.

313 des 487 personnes qui sont arrivées avant la fin du mois de mars sont originaires de Serbie.
Elles quittent la Serbie, parce que la situation économique y est désastreuse et que la pauvreté y
est élevée. Elles peuvent plus facilement quitter la Serbie depuis la suppression de I'obligation de
visa entre la Serbie et 'Union européenne. Parmi les réfugiés serbes, la proportion de Roms est
de 75%.

Nous sommes d’avis que la Serbie est un pays star. C’est un pays qui a une perspective
européenne a moyen et a long terme. L’actuel afflux de réfugiés d’origine serbe vers 'Europe de
I’Ouest et, partant, le Luxembourg, doit — et je suis désolé de devoir m’exprimer de manicre aussi
drastique — s’arréter. Aujourd’hui comme hier, la politique gouvernementale suit trois principes :
le Luxembourg ouvre ses portes a toute personne poursuivie dans son pays d’origine, le
Luxembourg ouvre ses portes parfois et en fonction des circonstances a ceux qui viennent au
Luxembourg pour d’autres raisons et le Luxembourg n’est pas, a priori, prét a ouvrir ses portes a
ceux qui viennent d’un pays sur. Il s’ensuit logiquement qu’au cours des derniers mois, aucun
ressortissant serbe ne s’est vu accorder I’asile et il y a lieu de supposer que cette situation ne
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changera pas dans les mois a venir. Il est dans I'intérét des ressortissants serbes de quitter notre
pays dans les trois mois de leur arrivée. Ils touchent 250 euros par adulte et 100 euros par enfant
pour le voyage de retour, qu’ils pourront effectuer a bord d’autocars gratuits. Les personnes dont
la demande d’asile est rejetée au bout de plus de trois mois, a la fin de la procédure d’asile,
doivent quitter le pays sans bénéficier d’aide.

Cela dit, je dois ajouter ceci: les Roms vivant en Serbie ou ailleurs en Europe vivent dans des
conditions difficiles. Inutile de le nier. C’est pourquoi je veux que les Roms qui sont au
Luxembourg soient traités avec le respect et la sensibilité nécessaires. Ils sont malheureux.
Toutefois, dans ce monde, le Luxembourg n’est pas le lieu qui permet de régler tous leurs
problémes. C’est pourquoi la ministre de la Famille et le ministre de 'Immigration se rendront sur
place en Serbie pour examiner eux-mémes comment nous pouvons améliorer les conditions de
vie des Roms chez eux. La politique est claire : nous proposons notre assistance aux Roms en
Serbie, et nous le faisons en collaboration avec les ONG luxembourgeoises. Le sort des Roms ne
nous laisse pas indifférents. Toutefois, plutot que de les aider ici, nous misons sur 'aide que nous
leur fournissons chez eux.

Huge Surge in Asylum Applications from Serbia
01/02/2011

Luxembourg's Minister for Immigration, Nicolas Schmit, today presented a report on the status
of asylum and immigration in Luxembourg last year.

He gave an overall presentation of the current situation and the major developments in this area
over the past twelve months which showed an upsurge in asylum applications, with the most
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noticeable increase coming from Serbia, mainly Roma and Albanian minorities. This upsurge
comes after a steady decline in asylum applications between 2004 and 2009, and is understood to
be due to the lifting of visa requirements for Serbia and Macedonia which was completed in
December 2009.

The comparative analysis between the years 2010 and 2011 shows that the phenomenon which
began in 2010 knows a marked acceleration already in 2011. While Serbia, in 2010, was in second
position of the main countries of origin of applicants (148 applications) behind Kosovo (162), it
now ranks No.1. Of the 123 applicants registered in January 2011 (a figure which corresponds to
a quarter of requests observed throughout all 12 months of 2009 (505 applicants), 61
applications were received from Serbia and 13 from Kosovo.

"This increase is not an isolated phenomenon that is limited in Luxembourg but can be observed
to varying degrees in several EU countries, including Germany, Belgium, Sweden and the
Netherlands," said Minister Schmit. He was nevertheless concerned about the extent of the
problem and said it "is a real problem that will be a real challenge for the capacity to both
administrative and judicial sections of the Directorate of Immigration... These people are entitled
to a legal procedure, but we can not let them wait," he said, estimating that the number of
requests "will hamper the speed of administrative procedures".

Decisions on International Protection (2008-2010)

In 2010, 347 asylum-seekers found work. "The majority of these people were from Kosovo," said
the Immigration Minister who felt that working "is the right way forward." He stressed in this
context the need to establish a special department within ADEM "that could offer work to these
people."

Changes in decisions of the Dublin 11 Regulation

Nicolas Schmit took stock of the Dublin II Regulation, which determines the EU Member States
responsible for examining applications for asylum under the Geneva Convention and whose
practical application is becoming more difficult in reality. One of the main objectives of the
Dublin Regulation is to prevent an applicant to submit applications in several EU Member States.
In 2010, Luxembourg was requested in 212 cases by another Member State to support an asylum
secker: in 93 such cases transfers from the applicant had actually been done to the other country.
Conversely, Luxembourg has acknowledged responsibility in 30 cases and supported these
"foreign" applications.

Expulsions and retention

In 2010, 202 persons were repatriated: of these, 103 were assisted by the International
Organization for Migration (IOM). The vast majority of people expatriated were citizens of
Kosovo (89), Brazil (14) and Nigeria, Montenegro and Serbia (10 each).

The number of asylum-seekers in detention in 2010 amounted to 175, including 69 cases under
the "Dublin Regulation". Of the 106 deportees intended to be expatriated to their country of
origin, only 36 were eventually repatriated. The average duration of detention "which is the
exception, not the rule", according to Nicolas Schmit, was 38 days.

Immigration in Luxembonrg
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From 1 January 2010 to 31 December 2010, a total of 1,684 temporary work permits were issued
by the Directorate of Immigration to nationals of third countries, including 136 permits for
employees, 16 for manual workers, 9 for independent/freelance workers, 125 for highly skilled
workers, 177 for students, 28 for sportsmen and women, 3 for sports coaches and 35 for
researchers. 520 people benefited from a temporary work authorisation in the context of a family
connection.

Serbian First Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of the Interior Ivica Dacic said yesterday after
meeting with Minister of Foreign Affairs of Norway Jonas Gahr Stere that the Norwegian and
Serbian authorities have almost neutralised the problem of false asylum seekers in Norway.

Dacic said that Norway is one of the main partners of the Serbian Interior Ministry, noting that
several million euros in donations from the Government of Norway was used for strengthening
the capacity of the Interior Ministry.

We are currently working on the improvement of our forensic capacity, said the Deputy Prime
Minister and noted that a few weeks ago arrived another donation from Norway for the
formation of a regional forensics centre in Uzice.

Dacic said that very important are also investments and joint projects of Norway and Serbia
aimed at strengthening the capacity of the criminal police, internal controls, as well as those done
in cooperation with the OSCE mission in Serbia related to police education system.

From this point, we will continue cooperation with the Norwegian state authorities and the
Norwegian police, he said.

Speaking about cooperation between the two police services, Dacic said that there was a series of
operational actions of the police that resulted in the arrest of a number of persons originating

from our region who were engaged in robberies in Norway.

The European Commission (EC) currently does not intend to take any action that wonld lead to abolition of
the visa liberalization for the West Balkan countries, Marcin Grabiec, a spokesman for Cecilia Malmstrom,
Commissioner for Internal Affairs in Brussels, stated in Brussels.

Grabiec confirmed that a few days ago, the Commission received a letter in which the Belgian
government expressed concern over certain abuses of visa liberalization, but added that the
Commission closely monitors the situation and publishes reports every two weeks.

We will publish a comprehensive report in June, said Grabiec, adding that until then there will
be more serious measures.

The European Commission (EC) received from Belgian State Secretary for Migration and
Asylum Policy Melchior Wathelet a letter regarding Serbia's visa liberalization and the growing
number of bogus asylum seekers, it was confirmed for Tanjug in the EC on Thursday.

However, the European Commissariat for Justice recalled that in late February the EC
considered a mechanism for monitoring the effects of the visa liberalization for the Western
Balkan countries, adding that this issue will be further discussed in June when the EC will
present its official report to the EU Council and the European Parliament.

Serbia's Interior Minister Ivica Dacic said Wednesday that there is information that some EU
members countries, including Belgium, have asked for Serbia's visa liberalization to be
reviewed if the number of bogus asylum seekers continues to grow.

"There is certain information that some countries, Belgium included, have sent an official
request to EU Commissioner for Home Affairs Cecilia Malmstrom to open debate on a
possible suspension of the visa liberalization in case of further increase of bogus asylum
seekers," Dacic said. Dacic underscored that the Serbian government is determined to prevent
further growth in number of bogus asylum seckers. "Aware of the problem, the Serbian
government is expressing readiness to undertake all measures independently and in
cooperation with EU member countries with a view to efficiently solving the problem and
preventing possible future abuse of the asylum rights," he said.

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DJELIC: SERBIA'S VISA-FREE REGIME IS NOT JEOPARDIZED

BELGRADE, April 29 (Tanjug) - Serbia's visa-free regime with the countries of the Schengen
Area is not jeopardized, and Serbia will do everything to prevent this from happening, Deputy
Prime Minister Djelic stated. Djelic told at the parliament that the countries with a visa-free
regime will not directly feel the consequences of the request of French President Sarkozy and
Italy's Prime Minister Berlusconi that countries of the Schengen Area should be given the
possibility to temporarily stop the inflow of immigrants at borders. Berlusconi and Sarkozy
called on the EU to review the Schengen Agreement so as to take into account the
extraordinary situations such as a mass inflow of immigrants. "There are no serious threats to
Serbia, but we must be careful, as after the crisis with Tunisia and other North African
countries, the issue of inflow of asylum seekers from the western Balkans may be put on the
agenda," Djelic underscored. He stressed that Serbia should make an effort to reduce the
number of citizens seeking asylum in the Schengen Area countries, and continue working on
readmission. "More than half of asylum seekers were returned to the country. Serbia will not
allow for Schengen to be jeopardized,”" Djelic said. He pointed out that, in the talks with the
EC's technical mission, it was proposed that "the Schengen Area should consider the
possibility that those who abuse the freedom of travel by seeking asylum should bear
consequences."

After talks with EU Enlargement Commissioner Stefan Fuele in Belgrade, Serbian Deputy Prime
Minister and Interior Minister Ivica Dacic said that the Serbian authorities are prepared to meet
all the requirements to obtain a member candidate status and the beginning of negotiations on
the EU membership.

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BELGRADE, March 29 (Tanjug) - Interior Minister Ivica Dacic informed EU Enlargement
Commissioner Stefan Fuele that the number of Serbian citizens seeking asylum in the EU
dropped by 35 percent in Febr compared to Dec last year. The EU does not intend to limit its
visa-free regime with Serbia because of fake asylum seekers, said Dacic after the meeting and
announced a visit by an EU expert group, which will check if Serbia is fulfilling all of its
obligations related to the visa liberalization.

The two also discussed reports by EU expert groups, particularly when it comes to
Serbia's efforts against corruption and organized crime.

He said that different measures have been taken toward the prevention of abuse of visa
liberalization, starting from public action to stricter border control, and any potential organized
abuse of the liberalization will be investigated.

EU Delegation to Serbia Chief Vincent Degert said that much has been done to secure border
control and prevent the abuse of the visafree regime.

COOPERATION IN CONTROL OF VISA LIBERALIZATION LOOKS PROMISING

BRUSSELS, Feb 23 (Tanjug) - Cooperation between the European Union and Western Balkans
in implementation and control of visa liberalization has so far brought promising results, EU
officials said Wednesday.

European ministers of interior and justice will meet Thursday in Brussels to hear a first report on
how the mechanism for the control of visa liberalization is functioning.

DACIC: VISA LIBERALIZATION HAS NOT BEEN THREATENED

23/02/2011

Serbian Interior Minister Ivica Dalic said that visa liberalization for Serbian citizens was not threatened at this
moment and that everything will be done in order for the sitnation to remain so. He told a press conference that in
2010, some 10,000 Serbian citizens asked for an asylum in EU member-states and that more than 4,000 of
them have been returned to Serbia on the basis of a readmission protocol.

Serbia is ready to face all the challenges of visa liberalization — both the positive and the negative
ones, said Daci¢, adding that some 100 citizens of other countries seek asylum in Serbian
annually. He said that measures for the prevention of visa liberalization abuse had been taken,
starting from public activity to stricter border to control. He added it would be established if
there was an organized misuse of visa liberalization. He called on EU member-states to revise
their regulations which, as he said, boost the abuse of asylum applications. He emphasized that
asylum seekers from Serbia were mostly people of Roma and Albanian nationality. He stressed
EU membership was Serbia’s basic foreign priority, which entails the promotion of capacities of
border police and other services. It is necessary to further improve border administration, which
is to contribute to a better flow of people and goods and battle against organized crime, said
Dacic, presenting the results of the Twinning projects for integrated border administration.

The head of the EU delegation in Serbia, Vincent Degert, said a lot had been done to provide
border control and prevent visa liberalization abuse.

We expect further cooperation and stricter border control, especially in EU member-states such
as Hungary and Slovenia, he said. Speaking of the Twinning Project for Integrated Border
Management, he said 300 million passengers crossed EU borders every year and 200 million
customs declaration were processed, which task represents a huge challenge. He added border
security did not require only the equalization of national regulations with EU ones, but also
stronger and better-equipped border control services.

Degert assessed that Serbia, as a country on the crossroads, has a strategic position, which meant
more risk, but that so far it has been efficient in curbing traffic in people and narcotics. The
Twinning project of integrated border management, worth 1.6 million EUR, has been
implemented since September 2009, in partnership with interior, agricultural and water
management ministries and the competent institutions of Hungary and Austria.

COOPERATION - A KEY IN COMBATING CROSS-BORDER CRIME (NO DATE,
FEBRUARY 2011?)
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Head of the EU Delegation in Belgrade Vincent Degert said that the measures Serbia has taken
in order to prevent false asylum seekers have been effective, but it must be verified whether there
were organised groups which abuse the visa liberalisation, and the investigation should take this
course.

Speaking at the presentation of Serbian Integrated Border Management Strategy Degert pointed
out that certain groups wished to abuse visa liberalisation and therefore it was necessary to have
cooperation between Serbian and EU authorities and strengthen control at the borders.

"Serbia is in a strategic but difficult position since it is at the crossroads of illegal trafficking of
drugs and human beings; we are also seeing an increased number of third country nationals
arriving to Serbia with the hidden goal of continuing on to the EU. Serbia has in the past period
shown significant successes in seizure of tons of drugs and several human trafficking routes and
groups were disrupted, but effort on this front has to continue. Cooperation through the
exchange of intelligence and data with FRONTEX and EUROPOL is crucial to have success in
this battle," Degert said.

Head of the EU Delegation in Serbia pointed out that the EU wanted to help Serbia regarding
the safety of borders and that the next step was to develop a global strategy, which would take
stock of all border crossings in the country in order to decide which ones need to be expanded
and restored, and which ones should be closed.

Serbian Minister of Interior Ivica Dacic¢ said that the police has, within the scope of its
responsibility, undertaken different types of measures in order to prevent false asylum seekers,
practically all of whom were Roma or Albanians, but that it also made sure that human rights and
freedoms were not violated.

"As a state and as a society we must invest all possible efforts to prevent the annulment of our
achievements in this regard,” Daci¢ stated, and pointed out that Serbian Government has
established a commission which will monitor all the issues related to the implementation of visa
liberalisation.

Ambassador Degert said that the Integrated Border Management programme has ended and that
the European Union supported this project with an amount of 1.5 million euro since its launch in
September 2009.

"With the support and transfer of experience from our colleagues from Austria and Hungary we
want to help develop clear procedures and responsibilities in border management, that are to be
integrated into the overall guidelines used by Serbian border services,” Ambassador Degert said,
and added that the approach would ensure a fast movement of goods and persons across borders.

Serbia’s goal to obtain EU candidacy in December-Deputy PM

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Deputy Prime Minister for European Integration Bozidar Djelic said yesterday that Serbia will
carry out all reforms envisaged by the Action plan for acquiring the EU candidate status and
announced a true reform momentum for the upcoming weeks and months.

Djelic voiced hope in the meeting with European Enlargement Commissioner Stefan Fule that by
December Serbia will have fulfilled all the requirements for the EU candidacy and the start of
negotiations on the membership. He added that in this process Serbia does not expect any
privileges.

Serbia’s aim is well-known — to obtain the candidacy status in December and the date for the
beginning of negotiations on the EU membership, the Deputy Prime Minister undetlined.

He and Fule also spoke about the Danube strategy in which Serbia is also participating and which
should be adopted in mid-April at the meeting of the EU Council of Ministers in Luxembourg.

Dijelic told the Commissioner that Belgrade will keep up the efforts to prevent Serbia from
becoming a source of false asylum seekers, noting that over the last several months important
results were achieved in this respect.

He announced that a conference on social inclusion of the Roma will be held on 23 June in
Belgrade.

Fule stressed that the pace of the EU integration process depends on Serbia, reiterating that EU
members will demand concrete results of cooperation with the Hague tribunal from authorities in
Belgrade.

During the meeting, they also discussed reforms, primarily in the judiciary, fight against
corruption and adoption of certain laws, such as the law on financing political parties, as well as
looked at the necessity of concrete cooperation with the Hague tribunal.

Fule welcomed the beginning of talks between Belgrade and Pristina, adding that the dialogue
commenced in pragmatic and constructive atmosphere and that talks should yield practical results
to facilitate the lives of Kosovo residents.

The Commissioner said he is pleased that despite economic difficulties, Serbia and the EU have
maintained good trade exchange, announcing that the EU will continue endorsing Belgrade

tinancially.
